Higher Levels Of  Safety In Guangxi University?
I have noticed during the last year in Guangxi University that security concerns have become 

much more visible. I am referring especially to the new car traffic control restrictions at all the 

University gates.  Security should be defined as those policies put in place by the university to 
increase the level of safety for all students, residents and visitors. It is my observation that the 

new car traffic control policies have reduced the quality of safety in several ways.   

First, at all gates, security arms have been installed which, when raised electronically or by a 
guard, allow cars to enter and exit the University campus. While the theory of car traffic control 
may have some merit, the practical consequences seriously decrease the level of safety for 
pedestrians.   Before the implementation of these arms,  pedestrians had a wide entry way 
through which all traffic could easily pass. Now, with the arms, pedestrians, e-bikes and 
motorcycles and bicycles are squeezed together into a very narrow lane,  thereby creating a very 
real safety hazard.
Second, during the rush hours in the morning, lunchtime, evening and during weekends when 
visitors are leaving the university after, perhaps an exam, long lines of cars can be observed 
slowly creeping through the gates, one at time while drivers fumble with their electronic cards or 
guards ask questions. During these times, idling cars lower the air quality while spewing 
pollutants into the air and create noise pollution as well by way of idling engines and the honking 
of horns by impatient drivers.
Third. slowness at the gates causes traffic safety outside the university to be compromised. 
During those rush times previously mentioned, traffic coming into the university often becomes 
backed up, causing traffic congestion on the street outside the gate. Take the South Gate for 
example. There, at its best, the situation is a free-for-all. Hordes of pedestrians must try to cross 
Daxue Lu while cars, buses, trucks, e-bikes, motorcycles, bicycles and 3 wheelers, many of 
which pay no attention to the traffic lights, are all attempting to get to their destinations. 
Subway construction  complicates this situation. When  traffic backs up into Daxue Lu, this 
anarchy intensifies. 
I will conclude by offering some suggestions.

1. The university should get rid of the arms. If the purpose of the arms is to control traffic, they 
are useless against e-bikes and motorcycles which come and go without restrictions and can 
almost always be seen engaging in some dangerous maneuver.

2.  The university should enforce the existing traffic regulations in the campus.  Cars which go 

faster than the permitted speed limit should be banned from entering the campus and subject to 

fines. E-bikes and motorcycles seen on sidewalks or the wrong side of the road should be fined 

and banned as well. 
3. There should be pedestrian bridges at all the gates. It is a mystery to me why such a dangerous 

intersection as the one at the South gate has no pedestrian bridge. 

I believe that until the university takes another serious look at campus security, the quality of 

safety for everyone, drivers as well as pedestrians, will continue to diminish.
